Observation 1: You will observe that angle £1 fits perfectly over angle Z8.

This demonstrates that £1 = £8.
Step 6: Now, repeat the process for another pair. Cut out angle £2 and place it on top of angle £5.

Observation 2: You will find that angle £2is a perfect match for angle £5, showing that £2= Z3. You
can continue this process for the remaining pairs (£3 with £6, and #4 with £7) to see the same result.
